Tracy Nakayama works with watercolours, gouache and ink to create a bleeding, intimate and sensual effect in her

portraits. Her world of images is inspired by softcore magazines from the 60s and 70s, with an idealized and

and often collective sexuality. The depicted scenes display and perform a seemingly uninhibited and playful protest against
society's norms, using curiosity, their bodies and their senses as weapons. At the same time there is an ever present
melancholy-- a juxtaposition between past ideals, unfulfilled dreams and fleeting moments, impossible to preserve. Traces of
loss are left behind and infused with deep nostalgia. She has participated in many exhibitions around the world, among them
Into Me/Out of Me at Ps1/MoMA, NY and Kunstwerke, Berlin. She is represented in, among others, The MoMA collection.

Tracy Nakayama is born 1974 in Hawaii and lives and works in Los Angeles.
